Para 45: é we direct the Central Government through the

Ministry of Rural Development, in consultation with the State

Governments and Union Territory Administrations to prepare

an urgent time bound mandatory program to make the

payment of wages and compensation to the workers.

Para 44: We, therefore, make it clear and direct that in terms

of the Act and Schedule II thereof a worker is entitled to

payment of wages within a fortnight of the date on which the

work was done, failing which the worker is entitled to the

compensation as prescribed in paragraph 29 of the Schedule

II of the Act. The burden of compliance is on the State

Governments and Union Territory Administrations as well as

the Central Government. One entity cannot pass on the

burden to another and vice versa.
